• The SBDC counseling staff includes experienced professionals, consultants, college and 
university professors, and experienced University MBA candidates. During the initial 
counseling session, the consultant identifies or defines the direction the client would like 
to pursue and/or the problem areas and determines the appropriate course of action.  

• Counseling sessions are arranged when small business owners or entrepreneurs contact 
the Hartnell SBDC. The Director holds the initial session and determines the initial scope 
of work and then assigns the client to the appropriate consultant.
