CIPA II Minutes for January 29, 2007

1. Finalization of the Annual Report


Jesse was able to talk to Beverly Grova and get advice on the budget.  She has 
signed the budget sheets.  Jesse still needed to include a narrative of the budget 
for the entire year.  He will get that done and we should be able to submit the 
report on Tuesday, January 30th (still before the deadline of January 31st)

2. Decide on a time for regular meetings for CIPA during the Spring semester


We decided that 3pm on Mondays in M11 is a good time for everyone to meet on 
a regular basis.  Our next meeting will be February 12th (two weeks from now) 
3. Summary of the Advisory Board meeting (Andy and Shannon)
The advisory board meeting went well.  The MOC was signed by Kathy, Pimol, and Mike Isaacson.  The Dean of Electrical Engineering Department, Dr. Sun-Mo Kang still needs to sign it.  They will mail us the hard copies once this is accomplished.  Action items were also described in the Advisory Board meeting minutes.  
4. Discussion on new engineering course development for this semester 
There is a possibility that instead of creating a new course (Mathematical Methods in Engineering) that will cover instruction of Mathlab, we can revise the existing course, CSS 4 (Introduction to Scientific Programming) to include Mathlab instruction.  Joe says that currently the students are learning MAPLE in that class, but possibly the course can be revised to include Mathlab solely, or include both MAPLE and Mathlab; this depends upon how useful each of the languages is for the alumni.  

Action Item: 

· Jesse and Pimol will conduct research on similar lower division courses that are offered at 4 year universities and community colleges and will contact Hartnell alumni to get an idea of what language they wished they had learned at Hartnell.  

· Pimol will contact Dr. Hughey who teaches Engineering 27 to get advice on the course. 

· Pimol and Jesse will talk with Jim Butler and Joe Welch to get feedback and advice for such a course.

5. Discussion on the schedule for field trips and invited speakers for this semester 
· Shannon and Pimol shared with the team the schedule for the upcoming field trips and talks.  Andy mentioned switching the times for the Raja’s talk with the representative from the Baskin School.  We will invite Raja to come on February 23rd and the representative from Baskin to be May 4th . Shannon would like to be able to confirm the dates of the field trips and talks by this Friday, February 2nd. 
Action Item: Andy will communicate with a representative from Baskin and Raja about the dates of their talks and let Shannon know what they say.  Pimol will contact Craig Martell and see if he can come give a talk on March 9 and arrange a field trip for students for March 23rd.
· Joe said that he will help to arrange the field trip for students to Southern California to visit JPL, possibly: the Santa Barbara Research Center, small satellite assembly companies, and the Airport Test Pilot School at the Edwards Air force Base.  The trip will occur from April1-4 (Spring Break).  Joe will not be able to attend, but Shannon attend and drive the students in a van.  For this first field trip, we will limit the number of students to 10.  We will recruit students from MESA and the Physics club.  It will be first come first serve, but they need to give a small deposit ($10.00) to ensure their space.  We should finalize the itinerary for the trip in the next few weeks.
Action Item:  Joe will get in contact with the different institutions and secure a commitment for hosting the field trip.  He will let Shannon know when he has heard from the different institutions.
· Andy heard back from the dean and assistant dean of the Engineering program at Cal-Poly, San Luis Obispo.  He said that the assistant dean (Ed Sullivan) volunteered to be the point of contact for Cal Poly.  He would like to visit Hartnell College.  We decided that after he visits Hartnell College, we can arrange for a field trip to Cal-Poly.  It could possibly coincide with the Southern-California trip that is being arranged by Shannon and Joe.
Action Item: Andy will arrange a visit for Ed Sullivan to Hartnell College.
· Joe mentioned that Jim Newman from NPS has a connection at Cal-Poly relating to NPSat.  There is a possibility to create an internship on that project for a student.
Action Item: Joe will co-ordinate with Jim Newman to invite the Cal-Poly connection to visit Hartnell and meet the STEM students.  There is also a possibility that the two representatives from Cal-Poly can visit Hartnell at the same time.  Joe and Andy needs to discuss this.  
6. Discussion of internships and recruitment (Andy, Shannon, and Pimol): MBARI, NPS, CfAO, FPO
· Shannon and Andy presented the team with a list of internship projects that will be available at MBARI this summer.  Our contact at MBARI informed us that we need to identify a student and the research project that they would like to be involved in.  The deadline for the MBARI internship is February 15th.  As a requirement for this internship, students are expected to room at CSUMB.  Joe suggested a possible candidate for this internship or other internships is Raquel Hernandez.   
Action Item: The entire CIPA II team will work to identify a student for this internship.  Shannon will announce the internship to the MESA students during the MESA Party.  Jesse will announce the internship to the 4A and 4C classes.  Jesse will talk to Raquel about her interests and what she plans to do this summer.
· Joe suggested that remote sensing is an up and coming field and suggested that we could perhaps create a new course or internship.
Action Item: Joe will find out more information about this and find contacts in the agriculture community who would like to offer these internships.
· The CFAO internship deadline is February 14th. Currently the students who have applied or have expressed interest in applying for the internship are Miles Hansen; Miguel Aguilar; Eduardo Navarro; and Alejandra Huerta.
