CIPA II Minutes for March 29th, 2007

1) Discussion of the symposium and our 5 main accomplishments

The Co-PIs will attend the 2007 symposium to be held July 16-19th in Cleveland, Ohio.  This year’s symposium will include the NASA Administrator’s Fellowship Program (NAFP), Harriett G. Jenkins Pre-doctoral Fellowship Program (JPFP), and the Curriculum Improvement Partnership Award (CIPA) Program. 
We sent a draft of our main accomplishments to UNCSFP on March 30th.
2) Discussion of CSS 4 and articulation issues with UCSC 

Joe recommended trying to articulate CSS4, Introduction to Programming, with the CMPS 12A and CMPS 12L courses at UCSC.  Currently the CSS4 course articulates with CMPS 60N, Beginning Programming, Natural Sciences which not a required course for Engineering or computer science majors.  

Joe will contact Barbara Love (Articulation Officer), Ken Pedrotti (Electrical Engineering Instructor), and Charlie McDowell (Dea of Undergraduate Affairs) to get feedback on articulating CSS4 with CMPS12.

The target date that we are aiming to present to the Curriculum Committee is May 3rd.  It only requires one reading since this is a course revision.   

3) Internship updates and field trip to So-Cal updates 
Shannon mentioned that the Southern California field trip is all set up.  Shannon and Andy will also meet with the people at Cal Poly to set up a connection there.  
The NPS and FPO internships are now on one application form.  Jesse suggested that in the future, we can use this application process for all Hartnell CIP interns to screen applicants.  The application form has been posted on the CIPA website.  The deadline for the internships is April 13th.  The students interested in the internships will submit their applications to Shannon over email.  We plan to meet with Dr. Craig Martell on April 20th to select candidates for the NPS internship.  Andy will meet with the FPO board on April 14th to select the interns.  

Jesse mentioned that Daniel Chairez would be a good candidate for an internship.  An email has been sent to him informing him of the internship.  

Joe mentioned that we should work with the Precision Agriculture department to develop internships and new curriculum that are engineering related, particularly in working with GIS projects.  

Shannon mentioned that PG&E has an internship program with MESA to help place students in internships in different engineering fields.  The deadline for this is April 20th.
4) Budget updates
Jesse brought the draft for the second year budget with detailed estimates on how we would spend the money, assuming that we were allowed the full carryover.  The budget sheet clearly demonstrates that we need the carryover in order to help finance the student internships and student field trips.  There is also a plan to hire a student assistant to act as a photographer and a webmaster for the grant.  The student assistant will also help to make a “yearbook” for the grant that we plan to give to the interns during the Internship Symposium.  We could also use this yearbook as a marketing tool to recruit more interns for next year.  

Jesse will draft a new budget page that has cost estimates with and without the entire carryover for the second year.  This is to demonstrate to Clarence that we would be doing our students an injustice without the additional money.  

*Shannon has drafted and sent a letter, along with the budget estimates, to Clarence about the Carryover Justification.   In the letter, we asked him to respond to us by April 15th.  

5) Sewan Fan's offer to help create laboratory exercises for Physics or Astronomy through the grant.
No consensus was reached on this.  We will need to discuss this in the next meeting.  
6) Craig Martell's suggestion of purchasing an organizer for the interns. 

Everyone thought that this was a good suggestion.  Craig Martell thinks that he can help us order the organizer and may be able to get us a discount on them.  Jesse suggested that we should train the interns on how to effectively use the organizer during the Internship Orientation Workshop.  Everyone thought this was a great idea.
