CIPA II Minutes for April 23rd, 2007

1) Status of CSS-4 (Introduction to Programming)

Formerly, CSS4 was articulated with UCSC CMPS 60N (Beginning Programming: Natural Sciences).  This was not ideal because this course was not required for either Engineering or Computer Science majors.    Joe worked with Barbara Love to get CSS4 articulated with CMPS12A (Introduction to Programming), which is a required course.  The faculty at UCSC have read the revised course outline with MATLAB and have agreed to it.  Hartnell students currently can satisfy this requirement with CSS-2A. The agreement will now give the option of satisfying CMPS 12A with either CSS-2A or CSS-4.  Barbara plans to add this articulation to the current agreement and will be shown on the ASSIST website.

Joe will present the revised curriculum to the committee on their May 3rd meeting.

2) Internship Updates and Stipends

NPS Internships
Craig Martell agreed to accept all the applicants for the NPS internship for the AI lab.  These students include: Jose Tapia, Hector Zhu (Hartnell alumn at Cal Poly), and Eduardo Navarro.

Chris Brophy agreed to accept Angelica Meza to work with him in the Rockets lab.

Action Item: Shannon will send the interns formal acceptance letters tomorrow, April 24th.

Miles Hansen will also apply for the NPS internships and work with Craig Martell.

This makes a total of five interns at NPS.  We have agreed to pay Hector and Angelica $325.00/week for nine weeks.  They will be having leadership and mentoring roles.  The other interns will be paid $300.00/week for nine weeks.  The total budget for the 5 NPS interns is $13,950.00, not including trainings.

Action Item: Pimol and Andy will decide when the second training will occur for FPO and work on agenda for it.
Mr. Philip from Salinas High, Carl Christiansen (amateur astronomer and Music instructor at Hartnell), and Joe Hennawi (Jesse’ former student) could all be potential mentors on a research project at FPO.  Mr. Philips and Carl only have limited time and would consider being a mentor if there is someone willing to mentor students at FPO.

MBARI Internships
We will pay Oscar Mancillas $5,000.00 for the MBARI internships. This payment will be divided into two equal payments of $2,500.00.

They will each be paid $100.00 for the training for a total of $1,1000.

In addition, the six FPO interns will participate in 2 additional trainings and will get paid $100.00 each for those two trainings for a total of $600.00.

In addition, Maria Uribe and Miles Hansen will help to train the interns and will get paid $100.00 each?  For a total of $200.00.

Action Item: Jesse will investigate planners that we could purchase for the students.
Budget for Internships:

NPS: $13,950.00

FPO: $5,000.00 (possibly require more)

MBARI: $5,000.00

Training: $1,900.00

Total: $25,850.00 to support the interns and their trainings
Logistics of Internships:
· All interns will need to sign release forms

· Students will receive 1-unit of either Phys45, AST45, or EGN45 credit for their participation.  

· Pimol will be the instructor of record for Phys45 or EGN45 and Andy will be the instructor of record for AST45.

· NPS interns will need to fill out timesheets

· Evaluation forms will be needed by NPS advisors before each pay period

· NPS interns will be paid at the end of June, July, and August.

· FPO interns will be paid in two installments

· Interns will fill out paperwork on the training day (special projects forms and waivers).

3) Next Steps with Cal Poly
Cal Poly wants to know how many students will be transferring there. 

Action Item: Shannon will create a poll and hand it out in Physics 4C, Differential Equations, and Circuits Class to find out where students are transferring to.

Cal Poly wants to work, this summer, with a student who will be transferring there.  Most of our students are participating internships during the summer.  Jorge Torres does not have an internship and will maybe transfer to Cal Poly.  If so, he could potentially work there.  The CIPA grant will have to fund the work during the summer.   If Jorge can’t participate this summer, then the program with Cal Poly can be for next summer.
Action Item: Shannon or Pimol will find out if Jorge will be going to Cal Poly.

Action Item: Shannon will find out from Cal Poly the specific project that Jorge can work on.  

Entry Support Program for Hartnell Students: Perhaps the best way Cal Poly and Hartnell can interact this year is in setting up an early entry support program for the incoming Hartnell students.  This can consist of e a one day orientation session with barbeque that the CIPA grant can sponsor and several days where students are connected with faculty and receive mentorship and support.  Alex Del Rio, Hector Zhu and other Hartnell alumni can participate in this process.  The faculty at Cal Poly that participate in this can receive a one time honorarium for their mentorship during this period.

4) MEMS project with Joe Kubby

UCSC are applying for the Course Curriculum Laboratory Improvement Grant through NSF.  Jesse is working on it with them, but recommended that Tito Polo be the mentor to students with either Jesse or Jim Butler acting as the sponsoring faculty.  There will be $50,000 available for Hartnell.  The proposal is due in May.  The program should start in January 2008.   

Action Item: Jesse will draft a statement of work to send to Joe.

5) Salinas High  
We will invite Mr. Phillips from Salinas High to our next Advisory board meeting on May 18th. He can decide later if he wants to be our high school rep. for the Advisory Board.  Shannon says that she can give him a ride to the meeting.  
Action Item: Pimol will contact Mr. Philip and remind him about the advisory board and ask him about recruiting students for the Hartnell Short Course.  He can also send students for the STEP-UP program and possibly be a mentor for the FPO interns on a project.

6) Hartnell Students in the News
Clarence Brown will highlight Hartnell students in the next UNCSFP newsletter.  Pimol sent him the info on the ROV competition and Shannon sent him email on the engineering field trip.

Laura Lopez, a graduate student at UCSC, and one of the instructors for the Hartnell Astronomy Short Course has written an article about the Hartnell Astronomy Short Course.  This article will be the front page story on Spectrum, a newsletter that focuses on the advancement of women and minorities in the sciences.  This newsletter is published by the American Astronomical Society (AAS), which is an international organization of astronomers.  Pimol has asked for copies of the newsletter once it is in print.
