Andy mentioned that we might create a "Memorandum of Understanding" (MOU) and present it to the Baskin School to solidify our agreement.  

In the MOU, we would propose a list of activities for this semester and for the future.  Once such activity will be to schedule a field trip for STEM students to visit the Baskin school and CfAO.  Another would be to invite Prof. Kubby and Bautista Fernandez (advisors to Percy Vigo) to talk to students at Hartnell about the possibility of using inkjet cartridges to build MEMS (Micro-electro Mechanical systems) devices.  We could also come up with a vision statement for the program.  Kathy said that she would come up with a first draft of the MOU and we can feel free to send her email with ideas to include in it.  

We will have a CIPA meeting on October 9th at 1:00pm to discuss the MOU, unless most people won't be able to make it. 

We also discussed getting Shannon McCann who is our new MESA director involved with the grant.  We will try to invite her to our next meeting.  

We discussed a little more about the EGN 45 debate on whether to keep it as lab hours or change it to DHR (Days Hours By Arrangement).  The main reason for keeping it as lab hours is that it can count towards FTES.  If we change it to DHR, there is a possibility that the college will not give it FTES.  Kathy said that she will talk to Dr. Hoffman and ask him if this is the case.  Jesse suggested that we research the other similar special projects program at other schools to see what they offer it as. 

Next Thursday, Lin, Andy, and I will have lunch with Jim to discuss the EGN 1 revision. 

We also discussed the possibility of trying to get an endowed Engineering position by creating a funding campaign for it through the Foundation in which people or organizations (hopefully UCSC) can contribute.  

Also for next week's hiring committee meeting, Kathy would like us to come up with some justification for hiring a full time physics position for next semester.  She already has a draft of what we gave her for the full time physics position in the fall, but if anyone has any ideas, please send it to her. 

Lastly, October 20th is the tentative date that Dr. Raja Guhathakurta and Bautista Fernandes will come to Hartnell to give a cosmology talk in my Astronomy class. We will invite the Physics club to attend.  Afterwards, Darwin will give his internship presentation to the Physics club and Raja will give a short pep talk about the value of internships.
