3. Discussion Topics:
a. Two internships at UCSC

i. Mike will find two internship placements among the engineering faculty.

ii. Mike will check into whether they are able to pay for housing for 2 students.

iii. Adrienne says the cost is $60 per day per student, so Mike says the internships should probably last 6 – 8 – 10 weeks.  
iv. Shannon will send Mike a short list of students and their skill sets.  Interns would be available from mid June to end of Aug

v. Adrienne calculates the housing cost would be $3600 per student, so it may be better to do Mon – Thu housing with UCSC covering the housing cost and Hartnell covering the stipend OR split the housing cost in half between UCSC and Hartnell, then have Hartnell pay the stipend.  
vi. Adrienne will check into Senior Design presentation dates for June and will find a new contact person for event for us.  
vii. The suggestion is made that the summer bridge cohort should visit the UCSC Farm as a field trip for the NSF STEP SUM Environmental Science week and Adrienne will help us do that visit on 7/23 or 7/24.  
viii. She will also investigate housing options for the summer interns & will talk to Charlie about having him come down to Hartnell to present in a class (Java & parallel processing) about the internships.  Then he can go to lunch with Jim Butler to share information about UCSC engineering programs.  

ix. Mike will talk to Charlie about that & Adrienne will send us a logo to add to the 2008 PMI internship application.
x. Application process & deadlines
xi. We want to have the applications out by March 1, then completed applications turned in by April 1.  We will announce placements by May 1.  
b. Cal Poly partnership
i. Hartnell faculty know a lot about Cal Poly.  We would like to get Hartnell faculty more information about UCSC as well.

ii. We will work together to organize an Engineering Transfer Day in early October 2008 among the MESA Bay Area Alliance to get students from the various MESA programs (MSP, MCCP, MEP) to hear information about engineering degree programs and establish a social network.

iii. Hartnell is running a series of ads about transfer possibilities.  Mike wants us to get the UCSC name into those commercials.
c. Sustainability plan
i. Over year 3 of this grant, which overlaps significantly with year 3 of Hartnell’s NASA CIPA II grant, we will work to develop a sustainability plan which will include shifting some of the activities begun with the NASA-CIPA II grant to NSF STEP grant for funding support.  In addition, we will collaborate on Phase II DEEP and work to get more of our students into their SURF-IT REU program.
