· Craig and Kevin thought that it would be best to start the internships after July 4th and end the end of August.  During the month of June, interns could prepare by reading journal articles and practicing problems.  

· Craig thought that it would be a good idea to come to Hartnell during the month of May to give a mini-course: The Principles of Computer Science.  It could be 2-3 hours for four Fridays in May.  This course could be advertised to computer science majors and students in Joe Welch’s class.  Interns at NPS would be required to take it, but it other students are welcome to take it.
· Action Item: We need to find out the logistics behind offering such a course.

· Chris recommended that students for internships should have: (For his lab) Linear Algebra, Probability and Statistics, Programming Experience, MathLab Experience, Discrete Math (recommended), (For other labs): Calculus, Differential Equations

· Kevin and Craig suggested that we prep the students for the internships by stressing to them that they should view it as a job.  They should show up at the agreed upon hours (not be late).
