College & Career Access Pathways (CCAP): Dual Enrollment courses that are decided by the high school district and
Hartnell that allows high school students begin on a pathway to college/career.

Non-CCAP: Traditional Concurrent Enrollment allos high school students to enroll in College courses independently.
