DESCRIPTION

The Associate in Science degree in Film, Television, and Electronic
Media provides a clearly articulated curricular track for students who
wish to transfer to baccalaureate Film, Television, and Electronic
Media (FTVE) degree programs at a California State University (CSU)
campus. This degree provides the lower division FTVE major courses
required at many CSUs while exposing students to the core principles
of the field. For detailed requirements for individual four-year
institutions, students should contact the transfer institution and
meet with a counselor for specific transfer course requirements in
their major. Courses are designed for the general education student
and for those who may pursue FTVE as a major or as a career. Career
options include camera operator, production technician,
documentary film maker, video producer, radio DJ, radio technician,
production assistant, video editor, actor, teacher, or commercial
production technician. Careers with a technical emphasis include
theatre technician, concert venue technician, theme park technician,
stage manager, designer, art director, facilities manager, or technical
director.
